How? 
Think about:

4 �Either studying Disaster Management 
at degree level – to do so, A Levels in 
Maths, Sciences and Geography would 
be advisable

4 �Continuing to study an MSc course. 
This would usually be on the basis of 
gaining a good honours degree in a 
relevant subject

4 �Taking a year abroad as part of your 
degree in order to get international 
experience

4 �Doing work experience in a hospital 
or an internship with a disaster relief 
charity e.g. Red Cross or Oxfam
